Zero Energy runs an energy model for
each house that predicts the total number
of kilowatt-hours that it is expected to use
during one year — which determines how
big te build its solar-energy system.

In a comparison between the Craftsman
house and a similar home built to code, the
company calculated the energy savings
to be about $2.000 per year.
